 Free ride denied to disabled vets in North Texas 

by JONATHAN BETZ / WFAA-TV Posted on February 10, 2010 at 12:10 AM 

WYLIE — As a disabled veteran, Jeff Gudgeon feels he has paid 

enough. He says spending money on highway tolls is a cost he 

shouldn’t have to pay. 

“It kind of gets to you,” Gudgeon said. 

Thousands of disabled veterans in Texas get to drive toll roads for 

free — but not in North Texas. 

In September, the Texas Legislature passed a law giving toll road 

operators the choice to waive fees to disabled vets. 

Three months later, Houston’s major toll road operator, Harris 

County Toll Road Authority, adopted the idea. 

Any driver with a specialty license plate showing they’re a 

disabled veteran, Purple Heart or Congressional Medal of Honor 

recipient will not be charged on its 119 miles of highway. 

The North Texas Tollway Authority hasn’t yet embraced the idea….
